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16" April, 2025 but, failed to submit the prescribed documents
by 18" April, 2025. On 19 April, 2025 Aakash’s admission was
cancelled on account of non-submission of documents without
informing Vishal and all the fees paid by him was refunded to his
account by Management of school.

Vishal contended that he was not informed about cancellation of
admission. As he already paid the fees before time, Aakash .
admission could not be cancelled by school management. On the !

other hand, he could not submit the documents as he was out of
town from 16®April 2025 to 20™ April, 2025.
